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CFH has been fulfilling its mission since
1979.  The very first project, Briarcliff Apart-
ments, continues to be a part of CFH and
continues to provide affordable housing to
30 individuals and families.

CFH has been successful because of the
support of the communities it serves, the
dedication of the Board of Directors and the
constant efforts of the staff to ensure that
the maximum number of people are served
with the funds available.

The changing economic times require all
non-profits to re-think their funding strate-
gies.  CFH is no different.

The Board of Directors of CFH has been
discussing long-term funding strategies and,
in our last newsletter, President John Hall
commented on the creation of an Endow-
ment Fund, which will be part of the long-
term strategy to ensure the CFH Mission can

be fulfilled in the future.

An Endowment Fund is created for the long-
term and the money raised for such a fund
is used for investment for the future rather
than expenses for today.  When invested,
proceeds from an Endowment Fund can be
used for ongoing expenses, but the principal
is not available to cover day-to-day costs.

Although Endowment Campaigns run for
about 12+ months because of the effort and
type of campaign, the interval between cam-
paigns is several years.

CFH will begin their Endowment Campaign
during 2009.  We hope you will consider
participating in that campaign and, if you
would like to be involved, please call Karen
DeVito at 703-330-1541 or send an email to
programmgratcath4hsg@verizon.net.
